The purpose of this hearing was to give the abutters the opportunity to comment on the changes to the lighting plan at the North of the Boarder Food Mart.  Ahmad Mortada presented the current placement and number of lights at the site.  He also presented to the Board, letter written by Tom and Kathy Gish of 12 Marina Way stating that they had no problems with the lighting at the store.  John Vorfeld read the letter into the record.  
Abutters Les and Judy Cypret complimented Mr. Mortada on the improvements made to the site.  Doug Gutteridge also stated that the building and site looked very nice. 
Dave Duvernay said that one of his concerns was that the floodlight on the north side was pointed a little high and might shine into the eyes of people driving south on RTE 202.  The other concern he had was that turning his lights off at 10:00pm may not be in their best interest for security.  Mr. Mortada said that he turned the lights off at 10:00pm in order to comply with the wishes of the Planning Board and to avoid problems with his neighbors.  He went on to say that since the break-ins, they have obtained Infrared cameras to help address security issues.  
Jo Anne said that there were two wall pack lights on the South side of the building toward the eating area that appeared to be pointing out instead of down.  Mr. Mortada said that those lights were adjustable and could be repositioned.  Dave Duvernay said that the light he was referring to is located on the north side of the building, and shines on to the parking lot.  Mr. Mortada said he would point the pole light down as much as possible.

PSNH is contacting Asplundh Tree Removal service to trim and remove trees and brush adjacent to and beneath the power lines throughout Town.  As Bancroft and Fitzgerald Roads are Scenic Roads this hearing was necessary to allow the abutters an opportunity to express any concerns.

Alain Choquette 

Al Choquette presented his plan for a minor subdivision on Abel Road.  He will be subdividing a 66 acre piece of property into two lots with frontage on Abel Road.  Map 5-Lot 9-5-2 would have 31.64 acres and 336.87 feet of frontage. Map 5 Lot 9-5-1, containing Mr. Choquette’s home would have 35.47 acres and 250.11 feet of frontage on Abel Road.

Mr. Choquette is asking for a waiver to the driveway and subdivision regulations which require that access shall be along the frontage of any lot excepting for pre-existing easements.  
Dick Isakson made a motion to accept the plan John Vorfeld 2nd.  The plan was accepted unanimously.

Bob Van Dyke presented his plan for a lot line adjustment between lot 37-1 and lot 38.  The area of land to be transferred to lot 38 is an old farm way.

The second part of the application is to create two lots out of Lot 38 each with 250’ of frontage.  Lot 38-1 will have 2.1155 acres and lot 38-2 will have 2.6934 acres.  Lot 38-2 already has a dwelling on it; lot 38-1 has received state subdivision approval.  (From Plan Review)
This project meets Zoning and no waivers are necessary.  Grading and line of sight issues will be addressed with the Driveway permit.
Deb Sawyer made a motion to accept the plan Art Fiorelli 2nd the motion carried unanimously.
Dick Isakson made a motion to approve the plan, John Vorfeld 2nd the motion carried unanimously.

Mark Wolterbeek presented his plan for adding a drive through for the Dunkin Donuts at the Convenience store.  Pervious pavers will be used on the parts of the driveway which reside within the wetland setback.  
Town Resident John Mitchell who resides on East Monomonac Rd. spoke in favor of adding a drive up window.  
Kim McCummings expressed concern over traffic in the parking lot resulting in collisions.  Mr. Wolterbeek said that there will be directional striping painted on the driveway.  He also stated that Police Chief Sielicki and Highway Director Robert Forest had no concerns about traffic in the parking lot.  

Dick Isakson made a motion to accept the plan, Art Fiorelli 2nd the plan was accepted unanimously.
Hours of operation of the Dunkin Donuts are 5:00am – 9:00pm.  
John Vorfeld said that he would like to see Dunkin Donuts, as a community building effort clean the litter from the sides of the highway.  
Deb Sawyer complimented Mr. Wolterbeek on the building and stated that it was a nice addition to the town.
Art Fiorelli made a motion to approve John Vorfeld 2nd .
John Vorfeld asked if all of the conditions of the previous site plan have been met yet, he said he did not see an “as built plan” for the existing building.  He also wanted to know if the oil and water separator was working, if so, what the maintenance schedule was and who was in charge of oversight.  
Mark said he has been in contact with the State of New Hampshire and would supply the Board with a copy of the correspondence he received.  He will find out about any maintenance schedule that would be necessary and keep the Board informed.
