Announcements

Jo Anne reminded the Board about Local Government Center Workshops which will be running from the end of September through October.

Bob Van Dyke has submitted a letter to the Planning Board requesting an adjustment of his Phasing Schedule.  It will be pushed back one year, so not to threaten the vesting status of Taggart Meadows Phase II.  The board was in favor of this, and authorized Joanne to proceed.
Kim announced that there will be an All Boards Meeting sponsored by the Board of Selectmen coming up in October.  Chairpersons from all boards are asked to propose agenda items.  The date of the meeting will be announced.

Dave Tower recused himself from the discussion.
Kirk Stenersen presented a concept plan for a 19 lot Subdivision showing a loop road, instead of the cul-de-sac of the previous proof plan.  Mr. Stenerson was appearing before the Board asking for non-binding feedback about the plan.
This plan had not been seen by Jo Anne prior to this meeting.  

Jo Anne asked about the viability of some lots due to slopes.

Art Fiorelli asked if the yield plan met all Zoning and Subdivision Regulations, and could be built.  Mr. Stenersen said that he had not reviewed through the entire design but his assumption was that there was at least one or two of the lots that “something would have to be done for retention purposes”.  Art reminded Mr. Stenerson that a Yield plan was more than dividing the property up into two acre lots, it had to be buildable.  
Art Fiorelli suggested that it would be in the best interest of the applicant to meet with Jo Anne to review the plans and to also review the Subdivision regulations when developing the plan.  It is also beneficial to have the plan in the planning office to allow board members the opportunity to review the plan in the office prior to meeting with the Planning Board.  
John Vorfeld said the last time they were before the Board, the main issue discussed was the road access, and it appeared that had been addressed on the plan.

Phil Stenerson said that he didn’t realize that he should review the plans with Jo Anne.  Jo Anne stated for the purposed of clarification, that although she did not mention it in every conversation, she did frequently state that Mr. Stenerson should make an appointment to review the plans for this subdivision prior to the meeting.  Mr. Stenerson said that this was a misunderstanding.  He went on to say that he had met with Candice Starrett prior to this meeting, to discuss lot values.  Art asked if there had been a financial transaction between Candice Starrett and the Stenersen’s because he would need to recuse himself.  Mr Stenerson said that there had been no financial agreement at this point.  Art said that he would not sit on this case, even in conceptual review if there were a financial agreement of any kind.  
Jo Anne offered as input

· DPW needed to review the entrances to determine if they meet line of sight and safety requirements
· Assuming the road is to town spec, it would be ok.  
· Be prepared to defend viability of lots with a 12% grade or more.  

· Jo Anne suggested that the Stenerson’s visit Legacy Woods in Peterborough.
Phil Stenerson asked how likely it would be if they went forward with the plan showing the 1600ft cul-de-sac as opposed to the loop road, for the Board to grant a Road Waiver.  Art said that the board would need input from the DPW director and the Fire Chief before granting a waiver.
The discussion ended with the Stenerson’s receiving many opinions from the Board.  As this was a conceptual meeting, all opinions are non binding and the Stenersons indicated that they understood this fact.  John Vorfeld strongly suggested that the Stenerson’s meet with Jo Anne when developing the final plan that they intend to submit with their application.
