CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Kirk Stenersen called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  
ANNOUNCEMENTS
Roberta Oeser said that there may be areas where the wetlands ordinance overlaps with the aquifer ordinance.  She said that she and Matt Henry will be reviewing the documents to see where they can be combined. We may not need an aquifer ordinance and can discuss adding a WPZ (Wellhead Protection Zone) instead.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
1) August 21, 2012

Motion: Roberta Oeser moved to “approve the meeting minutes of August 21, 2012”.  Phil Simeone seconded the motion. Kirk Stenersen abstained.   Vote: 4-0-1
NEW BUSINESS
1.  Matt Henry presented a line by line graphic outlining the progress made on the Rindge Economic Development Initiative (REDI) Action Plan.  
Key points of that discussion included:
· Potential Walmart expansion related to the potential TIF (Tax Increment Financing) District
· TIF boundaries and how to move forward with implementation
· Potential realtors/developers looking at the four corners properties
· Housing needs to  focus on workforce housing

· Roger Hawk’s recommendation on a  Home Based Business Ordinance
Roberta Oeser and Kirk Stenersen both said they were surprised by how much had already been accomplished.

2. Discussion of FY 2012 Budget


Matt Henry presented the proposed 2013 Planning Board budget.  The upcoming budget is for an 18 month long budget.  The BAC is requesting that all departments cut 2% from their operating budget.  This cut may be taken from contracted services.  
An active discussion followed.  


Chairman Stenersen asked Matt Henry to look into the costs of GIS updates and ARC view updates.   The Planning Board discussed those items that may be necessary to maintain the current level of services.
OLD BUSINESS:

1.  Rejoin SWRPC discussion


The annual cost to join SWRPC is $6619. The Board engaged in a lengthy discussion of whether or not the benefit gained from belonging outweighed the expense of joining.  

Roberta Oeser said that this should be a town expense, not a planning expense. 
Dave Tower asked if the $6600 would be better spent on consultants rather than SWRPC.

Matt Henry said when he has discussions with NH DOT; they refer him to SWRPC and not belonging puts the Town of Rindge at the bottom of the pecking order.

Matt Henry said that the Granite State/Monadnock Region Future project is a three year $300,000 effort by SWRPC and a strong reason to consider rejoining.  

MOTION:  Kim McCummings moved to “to submit to the Board of Selectman a recommendation to favorably consider that the Town of Rindge rejoins SWRPC”
Phil Simeone seconded the motion.  Vote:  6-0-0

PLANNING DIRECTOR REPORT
Matt Henry reported the following:
1. Subcommittee meeting times

2. Roadway committee will be discussing unauthorized improvements to Bemis Tavern Road.  Roberta Oeser said that Burt stopped by to tell her that he had done improvements prior to subdivision application.  Chairman Stenersen said it has nothing to do with the planning board.  Matt Henry said that it does not meet regulations and he cannot sign the Mylar.  

3.  Matt Henry informed the Planning Board of a third- party complaint regarding the Atlantic Avenue court case.  The Town Attorney will be reviewing the documents and will be in touch.
