Announcements

Correspondence was received from Police Chief Mike Sielicki and the Road Committee regarding the Canterbury Square project which was being constructed on RTE 119.  Current copies of plans which show all turn and through lanes are currently on file at the Planning Office.
Deane Dehotman, who lodged a citizen’s complaint against road upgrades on Woodscrossing Rd., has had his issues resolved through the Road Committee and the Selectmen’s Office.  
Jo Anne distributed applications for the Municipal Law Lecture Series work shops.

Jo Anne requested that the members of the Board make a site visit to the North of the Border Convenience Store to view the lights that have been installed prior to their being scheduled for a public hearing.  The hearing is scheduled for October 3.
Jo Anne distributed a copy of the Rindge chapter of the Howard Mansfield book “Where the Mountain Stands Alone”.  
Jo Anne recommended that the Planning Board issue a certificate of completion to Tom Coneys for his storage facility on Route 202. 

Kim asked if the Board participating in the Municipal Law Lecture series would replace need for someone to meet with the Planning Board directly regarding procedural matters.  Jo Anne said that any specific questions the Board may have could be addressed directly to the instructors of the class.  
Committee updates

Senior Housing Committee
Dick Isakson reported that there will be a Public Hearing Sept 20th at 7:00pm in the Selectman’s Meeting Room on the feasibility study on a 16 acre piece of property.  The committee will apply for a grant from South West Community Services to develop 30 units of moderate income senior housing, based on federal standards. 
Economic Development Committee
Dave Tower said that the focus of the committee has been Broadband Internet Access.  The state has recently passed legislation allowing towns to band together and bond for infrastructure.  New member Judy Tomlinson from Franklin Pierce College is assisting with that effort.
Town and Gown

Jo Anne Carr said the last meeting was August 30.  The Board of trustees has recommended that the college seek University status.  
Agriculture Committee

The Harvest Festival organizers have given permission to put live animals in all 10 stalls at the meeting house.  Now the committee is looking for more animals to occupy those stalls for the festival.  The Agricultural Committee charter was accepted by the Board of Selectmen.  
CIP

Dick Isakson said that the committee agreed that CIP was under funded and needed to be built up to better address the needs of the town.

Dave Tower recused himself Dr. Parker appointed in his place.
Nathan Chamberlan presented the plan to demolish the existing Atlas Fireworks building.  The new building will include space for two additional businesses.  Site improvements include repaving of the existing parking lot, construction of a delivery drive and loading dock, replacement of the existing septic system, site lighting and landscaping improvements.  
Jed Brummer stated that it was of important that the building have a “New England” look.  

Kim McCummings asked if an externally lit sign would be considered.  Mr. Pelkey said he would consider it.  
Keith Halloran expressed concern about the amount of light emanating from the parking lot late at night.  He urged Mr. Pelkey to consider the externally lit sign, as well as the hours the existing sign is lit.  
Mr. Pelkey said that he wanted to put a flag pole up in the parking lot with an American Flag, which would require a light.
Keith suggested that the flag be taken down nightly to avoid additional lighting.

Dr. Parker said that the lighting could be very subdued.  
There was further discussion by the board about lighting and demolition issues.
Dave Tower made a motion to accept the plan, James Hoard 2nd the plan was accepted unanimously.
Jed Brummer made a motion to approve with the following conditions:

1. Lighting shall be as shown on the plan and is limited to the provision of a security light one hour after close of business.

2. A limit of work area shall be designated by orange construction fencing or similar material.  This shall be in place prior to commencement of work on site.

3. Erosion control measures shall remain in place until all exposed slopes have been stabilized and the site work is completed.

James Hoard 2nd.  The plan was approved unanimously.

(with information from Jo Anne’s review) Tim Halliday presented the Technical Subdivision on  Map 13 Lot 16 is 7.5 acres on Dolly Lane and Map 13 Lot 2.67 acres also on Dolly Lane.  The land to be transferred is 0.274 acres.  The purpose of the lot line adjustment is to reconcile the road with appropriate lot lines.  The new lots will result in Lot 16 with 7.370 acres and Lot 25 will have 2.804 acres.  A new lot, dedicated to the roadway will be noted as Map 13, Lot 4-7-1.

Dave Tower made a motion to approve the plan, James Hoard 2nd, the plan was accepted unanimously.  Dick Isakson made a motion to approved plan, James Hoard 2nd the plan was approved unanimously.

He was advised to consider lighting, landscaping, building design, drainage and amount of pavement on the site.
Mr. Woodcome was advised to consider the input from the Board and meet with Jo Anne to review the checklist and submit the application.  
Work Meeting
Building Permits

Jo Anne reviewed the number of building permits issued thus far this year for home owners and builders.  There are 45% of all permits allocated for home owners and the rest for builders.  As of now, only 3 permits for home owners have been issued, but the number for builders has been met.  Jo Anne asked if the Board wanted to allocate some of the remaining building permits to the builders or split the number of available permits.  Builders will have to return to the Planning Board to change their phasing schedule if the number of building permits runs out.  
Jed Brummer made a motion for Jo Anne to split the number of available building permits between the builders and homeowners evenly. Dave Tower 2nd the motion carried unanimously.  
Master Plan, Committee, Assignments, Calendar

Thursday, September 7th is a presentation by Jeff Taylor and Steve Whitman of the final draft of the Future Land Use Plan.  Following that, the respective subcommittees will be able to move forward.  The Final Draft should be ready for review by the Planning Board at the September 19th meeting.  
Public Hearings on the Future Land Use Plan should be able to occur in October.  

Zoning

The Zoning Committee consists of Jed, Dave and James.  Work has to begin in October in order for any changes to be ready for hearings to be held in mid to late December.  Regulations can be updated after the work on Zoning is complete.

· Sign Ordinance

· Lighting Ordinance

· PURD/Open Space Design

· Mixed Use District

· Adoption of Village Plan Alternative Overlay

Jo Anne said that there is a desire to codify the ordinances as other towns have done.

Jo Anne said that she could provide draft models to the subcommittee to work from.

Dave said that the major issue is the Zoning Map.  After the Future Land Use presentation, the Board should have an idea of what direction to go in.
