Case #1093:  Wendy Chesney, 111 Kimball Road, Rindge, NH 03461 for property located at Map 39 Lot 5 for a Variance from Article IV Section B2 of the Zoning Ordinance to permit a 12 x 20 pre-fab garage placed next to the house,  A variance of 5 feet is needed to the west and north sides.  The property is located in the Residential District.

Wendy Chesney represented herself and her case.  She stated that she wanted to put a pre-fab garage, 12’ x 20. Next to her house for parking her vehicle and her snow blower.  She lives at 111 Kimball Road, Rindge, NH 03461.  She stated that all her neighbors have been notified of her intentions and no one objected.  She presented to the Board a map of her property and a picture of where the building would be located.  Chesney also had a letter signed by four of her neighbors stating that they do not have a problem with the garage.
Rick Sirvint stated that he had visited the property on Tuesday, August 23, 2016.

 criteria.

The Board found that:

1.The variance would not be contrary to the public interest because:

There is no negative impact to the character of the neighborhood,

public health, safety or welfare.

2.Granting the variance would do substantial justice because:


There is no gain to the public by denying the Variance.

3.The Variance would be consistent with the spirit and intent of the Rindge Zoning Ordinance because:


There is no adverse effect to health, safety, and welfare and it preserves the 


character of the neighborhood.

4.  Granting the Variance would not diminish surrounding property values because:  

There is no evidence of a negative impact.
