Case # 1029: Bruce MacDougall 50 Old Center Central, Winchendon, MA 01475, Property 16 Mountain Road, Map 37, Lot 9-1, Rindge, NH 03461 for a Special Exception of the Rindge Zoning Ordinance Article XIII, Section C, Article XIV Section B to allow for a house addition within 250 feet of the Reference Line.
Sitting on the case will be: Goodrich, Breckenridge, Thomas, Stenersen, Eicher.

The applicant presented his information, a copy of the DES Shoreland Impact Permit, and a copy of the Conservation Commission Advisory Opinion.  After discussion, Thomas moved and Stenersen seconded to close discussion and move to the deliberative phase.  The Board found that:

Therefore, traffic, congestion, noise and odors
will not change.  

2:The proposed use will not reduce the value of surrounding properties because:



On this issue, the applicant provided: This is an addition to a residence


consistent with surrounding properties.
3:There is adequate sewage and water facilities and sufficient off street parking provided by the applicant.


On these issues, the applicant provided: The number of people using the


residence will not change, and thus the present sewage and water usage as


well as off street parking will not change.
4:The proposed use will preserve the attractiveness of the town.


On this issue, the applicant provided: The construction is consistent with


Surrounding properties.
5: A Special Exception for dredging, filling, draining or otherwise altering the

    Surface configuration of surface waters, wetlands or land within the

    Wetland Conservation District must meet the four Special Exception

     Criteria and:

  A: Prove that the proposed use will not conflict with the purpose and intent 

       of the Wetland Conservation District Ordinance.

  B: The applicant must have obtained all other applicable permits.

  C: The Rindge Conservation Commission must produce an advisory opinion

       on the application.

The applicant provided an approval from the DES with a Shoreland  Impact Permit.  In addition, the Conservation Commission presented a letter that they had no concerns.

Breckenridge moved and Thomas seconded that:
The Special Exception is GRANTED because: All criteria have been met.


Vote: Unanimous

At the request of the Code Enforcement Officer, case # 1020 was brought up for discussion concerning the steps added by the architect which were not in the plans submitted and approved by the ZBA.  After discussion, Eicher moved, seconded by Breckenridge that the ZBA is not responsible for Enforcement.  


Vote: Unanimous.

A lengthy discussion on potential Rules of Procedure change was held.  Hill made the recommendation that no vote be taken until all five elected members were present at a future meeting.  The Board was in favor of that, and no formal vote was held.

Thomas moved and Breckenridge seconded to approve the Draft Minutes of May 24, 2011 as written. 


Vote: Unanimous.

Hill and Sirvint were appointed as reviewers for July with the cutoff day being July 5, 2011 at 4:30 PM.

Breckenridge moved and Thomas seconded to adjourn at 8:03 PM.
