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MINUTES

RINDGE CONSERVATION COMMISSION

THURSDAY, AUGUST 28, 2014

Attendance:  David Drouin, Phil Simeone, Bill Preston, Fred Rogers and Richard Mellor

Call to Order:  7:15 p.m.  Richard arrived at 7:18 p.m.

R.A.M.S.  - No new news
Converse Meadow Cleanup:  Bill shared Charlie’s inquiry about the pink ribbons and that the trail was not marked well.  The pink ribbons are meant to realign the trail to high country.  R.A.M.S. will mark the trails better.

Contoocook Marsh Trail Bridge:  Bill and Richard put in 1.5 hours of volunteer time with the volunteers and he shared photos taken of the volunteers and the bridge sections completed.  Richard will speak with Jeff Littleton about doing a baseline inventory.  The project has clocked 122.5 volunteer hours with 6 panels to go and a 6’ x 6’ anchoring issue.  92’ of decking completed with 80/40 railings completed.  No machines have been used out there, only a pallet with plank.  Richard’s son-in-law was a huge help.  Richard contracted a consultant to make a plan.  The consultant recommends ground burning in the fall, as it will kill the weeds but not the wanted vegetation.  Wood chips are not recommended.  Okay to make them and take them out of the areas.  Richard said he would like to do this.  NRCS did soil testing and the meadow soils have not been disturbed for 100 years.   The Board of Selectmen (“BOS”) have been updated on the project (3rd item on the BOS agenda).  Conservation commission members plan to meet at the site on Monday morning to noon to finish up the project.  Dave will bring batteries for the drill.  A ribbon-cutting ceremony was agreed upon once the project is completed.

Pearly Pond Advisory Meeting:  Bill spoke about the approaches that were discussed.  One pertaining to reducing the attractiveness of the area of lawns, perhaps using shrubs to detract geese from the area.  Relocation of geese nests proved to be unsuccessful.  The Pearly Pond Association will hold meetings the 3rd Friday of each month until December.

Rand Road:  Bill had not been back out to the area where the brush had been seen in the stream.  Eric Poor had reported that trail signs had been disturbed.  One sign turned around and one sign with a directional arrow was missing.  The commission discussed the problem areas and this will be addressed when they do work on the trails.  A Town Forest sign had been shot up.  On the Rail Trail between Rt. 202 to Thomas Road rail ties had been lifted up.

92 Loop Road, Map 45, Lot 24 violation:  The commission reviewed the file and latest correspondence.

Permit 2014-01148 issued to Rodney Seppala for Map 31, Lot 9-2 (Triumph Interiors) was reviewed and filed by the clerk.

Requisitions:  The commission prepared and signed the following requisitions:

1.  Reimburse Larry Harris for property mowing in the amount of $320.00  ($200. from #711 Land Management; $50. from #560 and $70. from #625.
2. Reimburse David Drouin for lumber for the floating bridge in the amount of $202.20 from the Conservation Fund.
3. Reimburse the Monadnock Ledger-Transcript in the amount of $51.25 from #840, Advertising

The commission reviewed the operating budget and spoke about monies for the upcoming Conservation meeting and the State meeting.

Minutes of the Previous Meeting:  Motion made by Bill, seconded by Fred to approve the public minutes of August 11, 2014, as amended.  Phil abstained.  Motion carried 4 to 1.
