The May 22nd meeting was cancelled - no quorum.

David opened the meeting at 7:38 p.m.  Anne arrived at 7:40 p.m.

UPDATES:
a)  Converse Footbridge Repair:  Following discussion on the status of footbridge, Richard made a motion to purchase and repair the Converse Meadow footbridge, not to exceed $200.00 from the Converse Meadow Fund.  Tentative repair date set for June 14th at 8:00 a.m., Saturday
b)  “Memorial Stone for Bob Cleland” - Richard and Dick found the stone.  Mike contacted Dave that when he is in the area, he will snatch the stone, which should be manageable with a tractor.
c)  Converse trail cam:  Richard installed the cam on the game trail, bugs were so bad he’s still reading instruction manual and will revisit site.  Mike would like to meet with the conservation commission at the site to take the bridge out of service.  Suggested a parking lot to the right-hand side.  Mike hopes to start roadwork in July.
d)  Shed was relocated, shingled, painted and all are thankful and appreciative using it as a tool shed, etc.
e) Land Offer - Dave deferred to upcoming meeting later in June.
f) Mike Cloutier met with Jen from NHDES to view Fitzgerald Road site and Mike is actively working with her for compliance.  Dave asked Mike to keep the conservation commission informed.
g) Pollinator Habitat Grant:  Site Review was held in May.  First choice:  Contoocook Marsh area, no finished plan yet, kiosk between the rail trail and clearing and leave a border around the trail itself.  David said to tell Larry what areas not to mow as the area is now on the mowing list.  Discussion about holding Firemen’s 1st training possibly in the Fall and put summer help on the list for cutting brush.  Discussion on the Town Forest, which is not part of the grant, but to chem treat trees to get early successional plants.  A quote was given by a licensed herbicide guy at $200 per acre.
h) Aerial Photography Workshop:  Richard thanked the commission for his attendance at the aerial photography training he received and discussed what he learned.
