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PUBLIC MEETING MINUTES

RINDGE CONSERVATION COMMISSION

AUGUST 11, 2014, MONDAY

TOWN OFFICE

Attendance:  David Drouin, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor and Fred Rogers

Call to Order:  Dave called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

New Business:  Robert B. Clark introduced himself to the commission and submitted a letter from the Rindge Athletic Men’s Social Organization, hereinafter “RAMS.” and asked for permission to hold their 1st Annual RAMS Run through the Meadow at Converse Meadow.  The event is planned for a Saturday in late Sept. or Oct. at 10:00 a.m.  The run has two competitive levels for middle school and high school aged participants.  They have invited the Rindge Recreation Dept. to partner in this event.

Richard made a motion to extend permission to hold the race and to continue discussing the activity.  Bill seconded the motion.  Dave abstained.  Motion carried.

Updates:

1.  Camp Wildwood Volunteers report.  Richard said the brush removal was substantially done.  He met with 16 camp volunteers for 2 hours.  They will meet again this Sunday from 9:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m.  Richard received about 20 stings from a ground nest of aggressive milky black and white bees when he went to move some brush.  He shared his photographs.  Richard has 16 hours on this project.
2. Old Route 202:  Ready to go on the installation of the float sections.  The block still needs to be set.  They can avoid the wetland by putting one float in at an angle.  The N.H. Heritage Bureau has to sign off as part of the application.  Richard made a motion and submitted the requisition for reimbursement for one used float and the fee for the N.H. Heritage Bureau study, seconded by Bill.  The requisition was signed by Fred, Dave, Bill and Richard.  Richard also proposed reimbursement to come out of the mileage fund for the amount of $68.84 for gasoline and a chain purchased for the Rogers Landing project.
3. On August 20th, the Rindge Conservation Commission goes before the Board of Selectmen to present the plan to move the floating bridge sections to the site.  They still are in need of a hammer drill.  Richard said progress pictures will be taken.  Bill asked about the installation details and that was discussed.
4. Kiosks.  Richard said the one at Tetreault is a pretty simple design.  The commission will get the bridge in first before pursuing any construction of the kiosks.  Posts still need to be fixed at the Town Forest and at Tetreault.  Dave said the trails will have to be remarked in the Fall.
5. On Friday, August 15th, the Pearly Pond Advisory meeting will be held to discuss the waterfowl issues.
6. The memorial stone for Bob McClelland has been set.
7. Weinberg Easement update:  Richard had spoken with Jane regarding the need for a legal opinion if one is needed.  There is 7 acres to get fixed up.  The matter is still pending.
Complaints:

1.  The commission reviewed the complaint letter dated 7/31/14 from NH DES regarding Map 45, Lot 24, located at 92 Loop Road, regarding a constructed retaining wall below the high water mark of Contoocook Lake.  The 8/4/14 response letter from Marcelle Connare and Joseph Manning was reviewed.  The commission stated this is an on-going matter.
2. Thayer Road Right of Way, Contoocook Lake:  The commission reviewed the 7/24/14 complaint letter and the 8/4/14 Letter of Compliance that stated the wooden dock had been removed.
Other New Business:

Converse Meadow Footbridge:  Richard presented a picture showing a culvert and said he walked upstream to a beaver dam that has resulted in the water level rising above the level of the bridge, the trail is under water.  He also asked if other members would take over the field camera to see if there is a way to adjust it so the number of photos taken can be controlled somehow.  Bill offered to review the manual and took the camera.  Perhaps his cats would assist with the operational study of the camera.

At 8:10 p.m. Bill made a motion to go into a non-public session, pursuant to RSA 36-A:4 for the purpose of real estate, seconded by Fred.  Unanimous.  Roll Call:  Fred:  Aye; Richard:  Aye; Bill:  Aye and Dave:  Aye.  At 8:22 p.m. Richard motioned to adjourn the non-public session and continue the public meeting, seconded by Dave.  Unanimous.

At 8:23 p.m.  Fred made a motion to go out of non-public session, seconded by Bill.  Unanimous.  At 8:25 p.m. Bill made a motion to seal the non-public minutes, seconed by Dave.  Unanimous.

Approval of the Previous Minutes:

Richard made a motion to approve the August 24, 2014, public minutes as amended, seconded by Dave.  Unanimous.  Add “Contoocook and” to North Branch Local Advisory Committee; add Bill’s name to attendance.

Bill made a motion to approve the non-public minutes of August 24, 2014, as amended, seconded by Fred.  Unanimous.  The non-public minutes shall be filed once these minutes are unsealed.

Old Files:  Dave gave the files to Nancy and asked that any duplication be eliminated and/or file them. 

Walking Rail Trail:  Rand Road South, unknown people have been cutting brush and throwing it in the stream.  Bill is not sure who is doing this.  Dave suggested he send a n email to the president of the snowmobile club, Nick Freida.
