	The Commission visited the gravel bank that was “grandfathered” as far as excavations are concerned and where excavations had supposedly ended.  The Commission found that, based on the lack of small plant growth in a central part of the site and the growth of small plants on either side of that area, that some excavation has recently occurred and the site appears to have been disturbed.  Gravel has been clearly removed which is not aligned with the understanding of the Commission and what was approved by the Planning Board for excavation at other locations on the site.
