March 9, 2015

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Pipeline update
a. Letter to FERC was completed, approved and will be mailed with all RCC member signatures
b. Fitzwilliam CC posted their letter to FERC on the FW web site
c. Milford CC meeting on March 6
i. Milford pipeline has items posted on web site
ii. Plan to have meetings every 2 weeks
iii. Meeting mainly is sharing of information but no decision-making
iv. Possible pooling of funds to conduct research and/or hire a lawyer through NHACC
v. Merrimack has hired a lawyer and has a useful website
vi. Merrimack Board of Selectmen has not taken a stand yet

2. Well testing
a. Need to consider presenting an optional residential testing a program to be held at Recreation Center in spring to present well testing information to residents
b. Cost of test will be $85 rang; RCC possibly considering paying half the cost if well-testing results are shared with RCC
c. Need to ask NH Lab if it can handle about 100 tests efficiently; need to identify type of tests to be conducted and best time to conduct tests.
d. Need to be presented to residents as test  for their own information or to share blindly to build a town database of water status in Rindge which would be valuable resource; Town benefits with information of well water in different parts of town.
e. Possible meeting to be held in fall to have testing people explain what results mean to residents
f. FPU could possibly assist
g. Need to wrap up details before presenting to Board of Selectmen in April
h. KM pipeline buffer map (1000 foot) displays residents possibly affected by pipeline; 244 residences are affected rather than the 77 KM listed; pipeline will require additional roads and staging areas in addition to that used for the actual pipeline.
i. 
3. Phil Simeone and Richard Mellor met with Ivan Ussach (Watershed Coordinator) and Catherine ?? about Miller’s River Guide.  If we use $1000 in Converse Fund to collect river data, it can be used as a baseline for future reference;  
4. Phil Simeone explained that the Planning Board did not feel a site plan was needed for Home Town Gas to move diesel filling stations from current to new location because it didn’t think it was enough of a change on the site plan;   Rick Donovan had some concerns because gas leaks into water storm drains that feed into Poole Pond;  need to have Donovan to bring concerns to Planning Board;  DES may require a review.


NEW BUSINESS:
1. Conservation Commission Secretarial Position Discussion - centered on how to proceed with finding a replacement for Nancy Perry who resigned; need to review job description.


SITE VISITS:  None.


CORRESPONDENCE:
2. Monadnock Conservancy:  received annual monitoring letter concerning visits to conservancy lands in Rindge;  2014 review of land did not see any changes to conservancy property in Rindge; -need to complete survey and return by June; reviewed survey.
3. NHACC – Letter – dues due ($330)
4. Letter from DES citing Woodmere Assoc. violations for creating beach and installing docks and trash near water; DES sent letter to WM on multiple occasions;  DES ordered WMA to cease and desist within 45 days (of 3/3) and must apply for appropriate permits
5. Land use Change Tax – 105 Acres by Owen Hakala was abated; fees paid for 3 years
6. Richard Mellor reported on the – Cheshire County District Conservation Commission. tree and pollinator initiator program that is available to residents. 
7. Letter received from Farm Scholarship program – to connect young people with agriculture.  Applications by March 31st.- Pass along the Red. Director
8. FPU Pipeline will hold pros and cons discussion on March 24, at 6:00 pm
