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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
March 24, 2016


Meeting Convened at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Phil Simeone, Jan Griska, Fred Rogers

OLD BUSINESS:
· Pipeline Update
· No Trespassing signs – Jan Griska shared these signs that Richard Mellor and will laminate and which will be posted on stakes around Conservation land.
· Certified postcards returned.  Al Lefebvre reported that the Return Receipt postcards had been returned by the Post Office with signatures (“P.Cold” signed each one) from Kinder-Morgan.
· Water-Testing presentation, March 26 and possible sample collection dates – Richard Mellor reported that DES is all set for the presentation. The State test is most interested in arsenic tests. Richard will act as host for the presentation.  Among the items needed are: sign-in sheets, sign-up forms and forms provided by DES. The Commission discussed various tests and costs.  Mellor recommended that the Commission support $15 for basic arsenic test and $30 more for Standard Analysis which typically costs $85.  A vote was taken and the Commission members agreed to the reimbursement; Richard will work out details with DES.  Tests will be conducted up to about Labor Day to take into consideration summer residents.  Another follow-up testing program may be held in the fall. The Commission needs to obtain a sense of how many residents are interested and how many for each type of available test.  The Commission will discuss at the next meeting how to handle distribution of test kits and how to handle sample collection. Richard will create forms for Saturday.  Fred Rogers has not been able to obtain assistance from FPU students at the present time.  All Town wells will be tested
· Notices about the water testing presentation have appeared in the Keens Sentinel and Monadnock Ledger-Transcript.  Notices have also been posted around Rindge (P.O, MarketBasket, Town Office, Library, TD Bank, Hannaford, Tractor Store; Walmart no longer has a bulletin board for community information). 
· The Rindge pipeline group has also sent an email to its members about the testing.
· Acoustic Survey – Fred Rogers reported that Scott Reynolds is willing to come and meet with the Commission; he will let us know possible dates. Scott is willing to conduct testing during the optimum seasonal time.
· Fred Rogers reported that FPU is considering again a conservation easement on its French Farm Hill land.  Nathaniel Pierce (FPU VP) is looking at it more closely at the possibility and it is still a process to be reviewed by the FPU Board of Trustees.
· Red Clover – Jan Griska reported that he has purchased 10 ¼ lbs. of red clover seed to plant at the Contoocock Meadows by mid-April.  The amount he purchased will cover a little over an acre.
· Bobcat letter – Bill Preston shared a letter he drafted to the NH Joint Legislative Committee on Administrative Rules with the concerns about allowing bobcat hunting in NH.  All members of the Commission signed the letter which will be emailed the committee.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Major Site Plan and Major Subdivision Review - Jamison Van Dyke on Map 9 lot 7-3-2 on Route 119 in Residential - Agricultural District.  The Planning Board would like the Conservation Commission to weigh-in on the subdivision.  The subdivision is for a ten unit development (6 in one unit and 4 in another with 2 for Workforce housing).
· Kirk Stenerson of the Planning Board p resented the plan which Commission reviewed.  Mellor & Griska indicated they will look at the area to determine if there is a salamander wetland area and will then offer personal opinion if they have one at the 4/5 meeting.  The Commission itself saw no wetlands issues.

· Shoreland Permit Application per RSA 483-B at 102 LaChance Dr.  Map 17 Lot 18 for Douglas & Diane M Garner Revocable Trust.  Permit by notification.  No action needed by Conservation Commission.

Mellor motioned to leave the Public session and to enter the Non-Public session per RSA 91-A:3 – Real Estate. Bill Preston seconded the motion. The Commission members were polled and all approved
