April 13, 2015

Call to order at: 7:02 pm at Town Office

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Pipeline Update 
a. Discussion about articles in the Keene Sentinel on Winchester land affected by the pipeline
b. Pipeline pilgrimage – the successful walk ended today in Dracut; good for publicity; 
c. Pipeline abutters meeting will be held at the Rindge Recreation Center at 6:30 on April 21.
d. Hattie Nestel is filming 30 minute talks with abutters of the pipeline to gather their input and how the pipeline affects them 
e. The meeting of Regional Conservation Commissioners will be in Milford on 4/17 at 7 pm with speakers
f. New Ipswich is questioning the amount KM will reimburse the town as it does not appear to be accurate; there is also a possible land purchase at 40 Skinny Cat Rd in New Ipswich for the compressor station.
g. Natural Resources survey update – Richard Mellor received a contract from Rick Van de Poll to update wetlands assessment for pipeline corridor and impact zones for an amount not to exceed $3000.  Richard motioned to accept the contract which was seconded Phil Simeone; vote in favor 6-0
h. Discussion about the need to post ‘No Trespassing’ signs in the conservation area but the Commission did not feel it necessary since a letter has been sent to KM offering them the opportunity to come before the Commission to explain why they should receive permission.
2. Water testing – nothing new to report per Richard
3. Pearly Pond – Bill Preston shared the Pearly Pond Watershed Restoration Plan report and said it was forwarded to DES in Concord; much on the table for the work and annual maintenance; may put in some filters to prevent phosphorous from entering Pearly and possibly in Miller’s River area; may have 3-4 filtration units installation process has started with help of Franklin Pierce.  
4. Contoocook Marsh Complex – No burning yet but will try again;  need to buy 2 gates, 4 posts with chains at County Rd and Rogers Landing;  
5. NHACC Wetlands Mitigation program meeting in Nashua – Bill Preston & Richard Mellor will attend on April 23 at 6:00 in Nashua
6. FPU Pipeline events – nothing new to report; still looking for speakers and hope to finalize by next meeting per Fred


NEW BUSINESS:
1. Camp Wildwood Scholarship - one application was received from John Martin; Richard motioned to approve, Al seconded and voted 6-0 to approve.
2. NHDES 2015 Drinking Water Source Protection Conference Richard Mellor motioned for up two people to attend this conference, seconded by Phil Simeone, voted 6-0
3. Surplus property inventory – Phil Simeone attended the meeting on surplus and read the REIS report. The report is just an inventory that needs to go to Planning Board at its next meeting and will then go to the Board of Selectmen.  Select Board member Dan Aho said the report would also go to other Town boards for review. The property assessments contained in the report were provided by the town’s assessors. Phil also indicated that he has been signing off on subdivisions for Conservation Commission and the Planning Board such as a deck on Rocky Road but said the contractor indicated that DES had approved it.  The Commission indicated that it would be best to obtain DES approval in writing and Phil indicated he would follow through.
