· Pipeline Update – nothing new to report
· Water Testing update and planning – Mellor reported that he is waiting to hear from NH DES for possible testing dates
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers reported that he had emailed Scott Reynolds about his bat survey dates and expects to hear back this week or next.
· Wildwood Camp – Summer Projects Update – Mellor
· Work will start this week or next; white markers were delivered to camp staff and other markers will be delivered when they arrive.

· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – Drouin indicated that the Commission will put in the gate in August if Wildwood campers do not get to it.

· His main concern is trees that may affect power lines which will be marked and later removed mechanically
· There was regulatory push for environmental survey
· Eversource will not share results of survey as it is an internal document
· Griska provided a summary of his phone conversation with Stanek.
· NH DES Approval for Map 46 Lot 11, Woodmere Association for four 6’ x 30’ seasonal docks, 20 cu.yds., of sand on existing beach and 9 cu.yds of 3” stone on existing boat ramp.  Drouin read the permit statement from DES.
· NH DOT approval for Philip & Judith Stenerson for driveway at entrance/exit on US 202 for 0.269 miles south of Rand Rd on west side. – Drouin read the permit statement from DOT..
· Planning Board Blasting and heavy Construction Activities Regulation
· CC will review for next meeting
· HKS Realty called Fred Rogers to learn if there is a Town Hill Farm near Robbins Rd and if there is a map of town’s conservation land.  The Commission recommended that HKS be referred to the “Granit” web site.
· Members voted and approved reimbursement to Al Lefebvre for the cost of the additional trail markers from Voss Signs.  Total cost was $300.00
