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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
July 13, 2015

OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey
· Fred Rogers discussed items mentioned at last meeting with regards to obtaining acoustic survey assistance from either Scott Reynolds who is very busy through the summer and Jacques Veilleux when he returns from field work in mid-August.  The cost ranges from $1000 to $2000.  He also agreed with the problems associated with purchasing an acoustic survey instrument for the Commission itself citing issues with certification and some related issues.
· Jan Griska said the Harris Center did not have capability to conduct acoustic surveys but suggested Audubon Society might.
· Fred indicated he would try to get Scott Reynolds to come to a meeting or to recommend our next step
· Pipeline
· Newspapers misrepresenting the recommendations made to PUC
· Discussed various issues related to the pipeline and the hope that the PUC will see through the so called need for the KM pipeline.
· Inventory of Town Owned Property
· Reviewed results of meeting with BOS
· Members felt that is was a good discussion of Commission and Town needs.
· Natural resources survey
· Richard indicated receipt of one negative response to survey request from Mr. Van Dyke. 
· Jan and Richard will try to call residents as needed to obtain permission to conduct natural resources survey.
· Mass Audubon, Camp Wildwood summer projects
· Discussed projects with Camp Wildwood staff members, Murphy Swain, Sidney Long,  which campers could work on as service projects during July-August
· Plan is to build 3-4 tent platforms at Tetreault Park
· Richard will develop list of materials and cost to discuss at 7/23 meeting
· Another project is to remove brush to move the Converse Meadows trail to higher ground

NEW BUSINESS:
· Robyn Payson – Conservation Commission encroachment on property; Conservation Layer and NH Granit; survey info: Book C11D8 Page 0800 the Deed Book and Page is 1832-0800.  Item not discussed as Robyn Payson was not in attendance.
· Beach replenishment on Florence Ave at Lake Contoocook, Map 46, Lot 11, by Roger Lafarier for the Woodmere Association, issues with NHDES. 
· Two Wetlands Permit Applications were submitted to comply with DES requirements but after the fact.
· Al Seagrave representing the Woodmere Association provided maps of the location for the beach replenishment.
· For one application, David Drouin requested a receipt of the 10 cubic yards of sand that had been used; Al said 5 cubic yards of sand were also for volley ball court and 5 for the beach and that Roger Lafarier had the receipt at home.  
· For the second application, Woodmere had applied 1 ½ inch of stone to the existing boat ramp.
· Both applications were for Expedited Review applications but after discussion, were changed to Standard Reviews.
· Mellor indicated that a site review would be needed;
· Seagrave indicated he would be OK if considered the applications were considered as Standard Review
· Al indicated the wharves are/will be under a different application
· Site review was scheduled for beach and boat launch on July 15th at 5:00 pm and was to be posted as a meeting of the Conservation Commission.
· Intent to Log at: 
· Map 8, Lot 15-1 on Candelite Road by Van Blarcom for Kenyon Salon .  Not discussed as it was discussed at previous meeting. 
· Map 1, Lot 3 on Damon Pond Rd, Jonas Damon Realty Co - filed
· Site Plan Review for office space with garage for Jonah Ketola on behalf of John 3:15 LLC at Map 31, Lot 09-01 at 1102 NH Route 119 in the Gateway District
· Site review at Cathedral business center on 7/15 at 6:00 for proposed office garage for storage
· After reviewing plans provided by the Planning Board, the Commission felt that a site review was needed due to possible wetlands existing at the site.
· A site review was scheduled to July 15 at 6:00 pm.
· When to use Site Plan application – see discussion on Commission’s Rules of Procedure.
· Beach replenishment for Cathedral Estates for Expedited Review at Map 7, Lot 26A for Wetlands Permit Application
· Sari Meittenein for the Cathedral Estates Association presented the application
· Beach replenishment would be for 46’ X 18’ (appr.) area on Emerson Pond with 3 inches of sand from the high water mark
· David requested that the Association provide a delivery receipt after the sand was delivered and spread at the beach.
· Consensus was to approve; David signed the application.
· PSNH/Eversource application for Wetlands Permit at Maps 2 & 6, Lots 48 & 52-6
· Katy Wilkins present for Eversource to replace 345 KV transmission (wooden) poles due to deterioration.
· Katy reviewed the site on the maps and a document booklet that outlined the project.
· Temporary mats that would be laid down to protect soil/vernal pool for vehicles needed to remove old poles and install new ones.  Mats would be removed upon completion of the work that would take about one week.
· Jan Griska will visit site of vernal pool in that area that the plan did not include to provide accurate location
· Drouin signed the book for the Conservation Commission and Eversource will take into consideration vernal pool location that Jan will identify with coordinates
· Katy will send signed application to DES with addendum after she returns it with Nancy Martin’s signature for the Town. 
· Conservation Commission Rules of Procedure
· Commission reviewed its Rules of Procedure and recommended changes that will be finalized at meeting on July 23.  Among the changes were the following:
· Added a section 1.4 that allows Appendix documents to be revised at a regular meetings of the Commission
· Added wording to Section 3.5 to follow RSA 91-A for minutes
· Added Section 3.7 for the Commission Secretary to be responsible for the Commission’s section of the Town’s web site.
· Pollinator Workshop in Walpole – Fred Rogers attended workshop at Distant Hill Farm and found it very useful especially in view of CC efforts on Contoocook Marsh.
