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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
July 28, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:03 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Philip Simeone, Jan Griska, Fred Rogers

OLD BUSINESS:
· John Stanway Eagle Project.  John explained that his project had been approved by the Eagle Project Review Board.  He plans to construct the project on August 13-14 using 4 x 4 pressure treated lumber for support and, at the Commission’s request, 2 x 6 pressure treated floor boards to span the stream.  John answered questions of the Commission and will let Lefebvre know when it is completed so he can inform the Commission.
· Pipeline Update – no update
· Water testing update and planning– Mellor reported that he is still waiting to hear from DES for dates.
· Acoustic Survey Update Rogers reported that Scott Reynolds plans to conduct the survey from August 2 to 4.  Lefebvre will post notice on Commission/Town’s website.  
· Wildwood Camp – Summer Projects Update - Lefebvre has given trail markers to Wildwood and will visit camp to learn of any progress or issues.
· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – no update
· Natural Resources Inventory – Drouin/Mellor – no update
· Planning Board Proposed Blasting and Heavy Construction Activities Regulation –Griska explained the regulation.  Lefebvre made suggestions for changes with the Commission agreeing to these proposed changes.  Griska will work on changes and bring them to the Planning Board’s August 2 meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Monadnock Conservancy – Anne McBride, Land Protection Director explained an opportunity for a conservation easement on property owned by Mr. Jim Bearce on the Jaffrey-Rindge line.  The Conservancy is looking for financial support from Rindge to obtain the easement.
· The property on the Jaffrey-Rindge line comprises about 200 acres of which about 55 acres are wetland with about 1.5 mile stream running through it.
· Bearce will reserve control of some small areas and is willing to sell a conservation easement to Monadnock Conservancy.
· The Conservancy is looking to obtain financial support for the NH ARMS fund, the Moose plate fund and other funds and agencies.  It was also hoping to receive some funds from Rindge support the project.
· After discussion of the project and reviewing maps of the area, the Conservation Commission felt the property was definitely an area of interest of the Commission
· Mellor motioned to pledge $10,000 to the project and was seconded by Rogers.
· Rindge’s pledged funds would not be given until all money is committed and approved.
· The Conservation Commission voted 6-0 in favor of pledging $10,000 from the Conservation Fund
· Review list of documents (spreadsheet) in Commission files for reorganization – Lefebvre explained he had compiled a list of documents in the Commission’s files as the Commission had requested a reorganization of files.  He explained the list of documents he found and how he started categorizing each file.  He also indicated that some files were old and the Commission may not want to retain them.  He asked members to review the list and his categories for the next meeting so closure on the issue could be reached.
· Intent to Cut, Map 2 Lot 41-7a, Rte. 202, J.Heidi & Philip Stenerson - reviewed by the Commission
· Kohlmorgan Gravel Application before the PB next week
· Simeone explained 3rd area in back was an abandoned gravel bank and will question Kohlmorgan to rectify the land at next week’s Planning Board meeting.
· RCC will conduct site plan review, with Kohlmorgan’s approval, on August 1at 5:00pm.  Simeone will contact Kohlmorgan. 
· Weinberg Conservation Easement change was approved by Court and Rindge Conservation Commission no longer has any responsibility for the property as the Monadnock Conservancy will take on that responsibility.
· Pollinator – Mellor reported that the clover that had been spread at Contoocook Marsh did not grow while other plants are going fine.  He will try replanting clover when better growing weather comes in the fall. There was about 100% growth in shrubs and trees. 

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES: July 11, 2016
Simeone motioned and Griska seconded to accept the minutes.  Six members present approved the motion.

SITE VISITS:  Map 45 Lot 24 and Map 25 Lot 26.  Loop Rd between 92 Loop & 5 Lake in which Joe Manning has filled in ruts running down to the Lake with mortar.  The Commission will conduct a Site Review on August 1 after the Kohlmorgan Site Review
