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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
August 8, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:03 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Jan Griska, Fred Rogers

OLD BUSINESS:
· Water Testing update and planning– Mellor reported that NH DES cannot conduct any testing in August due to workload; it may be able to conduct tests in September and will confirm.  NH DES may be able to have a public session in August to explain previous testing results but will need to confirm. Mellor will be in Concord on Aug. 9th and will try to obtain confirmations.
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers reported that he had emailed Scott Reynolds for survey feedback but hasn’t heard back from him yet.
· Wildwood Camp – Summer Projects Update – Lefebvre reported that he had visited the camp and talked with the counselor who led the team clearing and marking the trails at Converse Meadows.  The counselor indicated that they had cleared as much of the trail as possible and had put up trail markers but from what he said, it appeared that only one trail was marked with red markers.  Mellor said he would try to visit with Welch Nerron to learn more about the trail work.
· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – Drouin indicated that the Commission needs to pick date in September to install the gate.
· Natural Resources Inventory – Drouin/Mellor.  Mellor reported that he has not heard anything back from Rick Van de Poll or Jeff Livingston. 
· Planning Board Proposed Blasting and Heavy Construction Activities Regulation Update – Griska reported that he has a meeting with Planning Board on Aug. 16 to review the proposed changes and has sent the proposed changes to Jason Paolini but hasn’t received back any comments.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Review list of documents (spreadsheet) in Commission files for reorganization – Lefebvre explained the list and what he needs from the Commission.  Drouin proposed that a subcommittee be formed to handle the documents. Lefebvre, Preston and Mellor volunteered for the subcommittee; Lefebvre will coordinate a meeting date.
· Intent to Cut, Map 6 Lot 92-3, 304 Main St, Richard Marini.  In discussion about this “Intent to Cut” proposal, the Commission wanted to know if there is a required buffer on land logged; Lefebvre will ask the Town’s Code Enforcement Officer.
· Northeast Wilderness Trust Binney Hill Project. – Preston and Drouin had received information about this project and its request for contributions however, while the Commission was interested in doing so, it wanted clarification about making such a contribution to another town.  Preston will ask NHACC for opinion and will try to learn if the New Ipswich Conservation Commission is contributing.  Once more information is gathered the Commission will entertain a motion to donate to the project.  
· Water Testing Invoice from Pearly Pond – Drouin.  The Commission received an invoice for $180.00 from the Pearly Pond Association for water testing that it had conducted on Pearly Pond.  The Association had already paid the bill and requested re-imbursement as per the agreement with the Commission for such testing.  The Commission approved paying the invoice of $180.00 from the Conservation Fund by a vote of 6-0. 

Lefebvre motioned and seconded by Preston to enter Non-public session.  Poll taken and all approved.

Back in Session
Lefebvre motioned and Mellor seconded to keep minutes sealed.  Poll taken and all approved.

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES: July 28, 2016
Preston motioned and Griska seconded it to approve the minutes of July 28, 2016.  The Commission voted to accept the minutes (5-0, Drouin abstained).

SITE VISITS:  
· Kohlmorgan Gravel Application update – Site Review Report.  Drouin reported that the Planning Board had voted not to accept the excavation renewal application as it was not complete.  Mr. Kohlmorgan was not present at that meeting.  The Planning Board is waiting for legal opinion on an issue.  The Commission discussed the ZBA minutes about the Kohlmorgan excavation and noted that presently the excavation permit has expired and needs to be renewed.  Mr. Kohlmorgan’s application needs to be resubmitted.  It was noted that gravel excavation may already have exceeded what was reported.  Was the original variance from the ZBA based on a plan and has it been violated?  Site Review Report.  Preston motioned and Griska seconded that the Site Review Report be approved.   The Commission voted 5-0 (Mellor abstained).  
· Site Review Report of 10’ Right-of-Way between 92 Loop Rd and 5 Lake St at Map 45 Lot 24 and Map 25 Lot 26.  Preston motioned and Rogers seconded that the Site Review Report be approved with minor changes.  The Commission approved the report with changes 5-0 with Mellor abstaining.
