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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
August 25, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:05 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Jan Griska, Phil Simeone, Fred Rogers

OLD BUSINESS:
· Water Testing state report, update and planning – Mellor explained the DES possibilities for a DES presentation to explain test results and for water testing this fall.  He plans to meet with the DES person Friday, Aug.26 to discuss dates.  Depending on DES capabilities to analyze water samples, testing may be postponed to next spring. 
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers reported that he had emailed Scott Reynolds a few days after the last Commission meeting and asked Scott for results of the bat survey but he hasn’t heard back from Scott yet. 
· Summer Projects Update – update on project work - Mellor
· Wildwood Camp projects
· Converse trail work only had red trail markers on the main trail with all of them facing one direction.  
· Tetreault Park trails – no sign of any trail markers.  It also appears that four-wheelers are getting into the park by some access which needs to be determined for corrective action.
· Eagle Scout bridge progress – postponed to Labor Day weekend (Sept 4).  There are some concerns about the length of the proposed bridge and its height over the stream.
· Camera – There are problems with setting up the outdoor camera for use; Lefebvre will try to fix it.
· Town Forest gate is “mashed in” but it is bolted to log; the kiosk has also been shot at causing some damage.
· Horse trail on Robbins Rd. - woman who wanted to construct the horse trail was invited to the Commission meeting but did not attend.
· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – Drouin indicated that the Commission just needs to schedule a date after Labor Day to install the gate.
· Natural Resources Inventory – Mellor – nothing from Jeff as yet
· Conservation Fund Expenditure – questions arose concerning expenditures from the Conservation Fund; Preston will research and report back.             

NEW BUSINESS:
· Subcommittee review list of Commission documents (spreadsheet) – Lefebvre presented two versions of an organizational structure for Commission files and the Commission voted to follow the topical (version 3) methodology.
· Contoocook & North Branch Rivers Local Advisory Committee (CNBRLAC) - Preston reported that CNBRLAC was looking for donations to assist in its work.  The Commission needs to decide what would be an appropriate contribution.  The Commission will consider this at a future meeting.  CNBRLAC would also like to have its minutes and agenda posted to our website.  After discussion, Mellor motioned and Simeone seconded to have those types of information posted to the “Documents” section of the Commission’s website.  Lefebvre will post them under a common name to assist in searches.
· Intent to Cut, Map 6 Lot 25 and Map 5 Lot 36, Route 119, Franklin Pierce University – Document was reviewed.
· Able Road – The Board of Selectmen are working on a sale of town land.  The Commission is very interested in the property on Able Road through which Tarbell Brook runs and is concerned that the Selectmen will attempt to divide this property.  It is considered valuable conservation land that protects the Brook and has the possibility for a future park.

Lefebvre motioned and seconded by Preston to enter Non-public session.  Poll taken and all approved.

Back in Session
Simone motioned and Preston seconded to keep Non-Public minutes sealed.  Poll taken and all approved.

Mellor motioned and Preston seconded to seal minutes of the Non-Public session. All Commissioners  approved (7-0).
