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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
September 12, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Jan Griska, Phil Simeone

OLD BUSINESS:
· Water Testing state report, update and planning 
· Mellor explained that he had arranged for a presentation by DES to explain the results of water samples provided by residents in the spring.  The presentation will be held at the Meeting House on September 22nd at 6:30 pm.  
· An email invitation will be sent to all residents who participated in the testing to come to the presentation for a fuller explanation of their testing results. 
· Efforts will be made to reach out to people who did not get tested but are interested in having their water tested.  .  Mellor will send his draft email notice to Lefebvre who will edit if for a news posting in the Ledger.  
· Test bottles will be available for those who would like their water tested. The Commission will partially pay only for tests for those who did not participate in the testing last spring.  DES would like to know how many tests to expect.
· This testing round needs to include town buildings.
· Residents can bring their water samples to the Recreation Center on September 25, 2016 from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm. 
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers was not present but in an earlier email to the Commission indicated that he had not heard back from Scott Reynolds about survey results.
· Eagle Scout project.  John Stanway was present and reported that his project was completed and that he has sent his project report to the Eagle Board of Review.  He reported that he will return to the project site to clean-up old materials from the previous bridge.  The Commission expressed its thanks to John for his efforts and the work that was done.
· Converse trail work - Mellor reported that signs need to be posted and that tree trimming is needed on western side of the existing trail.  He would like to ask KDI to assist and do the other trail to the cross-over route; KDI has performed similar work in the past.  October 15 is set for trail work at 8:30 and participants will meet at the gate.
· Jeff Littleton review of Newest Conservation parcel – Mellor met with Jeff Littleton who has been in the field and will contact Richard for a date to meet. Jeff will also return to assess the pollinator plantings as a follow-up to the grant for the pollinator project.  In addition, Jeff will also look at the new four acre plot, the Johnson preserve, for minimal fee to see what’s growing.  
· DES response to concrete in boat landing – Mellor was at a wetlands conference in Concord and finally found the DES woman who handled the case and asked that more attention be given to the complaint but she did not seem concerned with the issue.  Mellor needs pictures in order to get her to look into it further.  Griska and Lefebvre will work to get pictures taken.
· Converse security camera installation – Mellor – Lefebvre demonstrated that the camera works and it will be set-up at Converse Meadows.
· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – Drouin will set date to install the gate at next meeting in October.
· Natural Resources Inventory – Drouin/Mellor – Jeff Littleton will work on the inventory along with Rick Van de Pol.

NEW BUSINESS:
·  Tree Buffer Document – Griska – Jan distributed a sample tree buffer ordinance that was passed in Dawson County Georgia.  The Planning Board has created a subcommittee on buffers and Griska will represent the Commission on it.  
· Larry Harris Mowing – Drouin will ask Larry to start mowing and Mellor will try to meet with him to explain specific needs.
· Mellor reported to the Commission on his research on Town Warrants concerning the Conservation Commission.  
· Simeone reported that a resident has found high phosphate readings appearing on Lake Monomonac on East Monomonac Rd.  The Lake Monomonac Lake Association will file complaint with DES.

Lefebvre motioned and was seconded by Preston to enter Non-public session.  Poll taken and all approved the motion.
