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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
September 24, 2015

Meeting Convened at 7:00 p.m.
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Phil Simeone, Fred Rogers.  Alternate members present and voting: Jan Griska
Meeting adjourned at 8:30 pm


OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey – Fred Rogers indicated that Jacques Veilleux’ is willing to conduct the acoustic survey for bats for the commission during the last 2 weeks in May.  David Drouin mentioned that the commission needs to develop a scope document for the project.  Fred will speak with Jacques about coming to a future commission meeting to discuss scope and cost.
· Pipeline Update
· KM/TGP meeting request – David reported that he had not heard back from KM/TGP about which date of the ones he had provided that their agent would be able to attend.  David displayed the hard copy maps he had received from KM/TGP which were nnot included in the earlier meeting request. He informed the audience of the KM/TGP meeting request and explained the issue of mitigation if wetlands are crossed (mitigation would be on the scale of 10-1or 10 acres for each acre disturbed).
· The FERC meeting for Cheshire County is scheduled for Tuesday, September 29 at Franklin Pierce.  Jan Griska and possibly Bill Preston will speak for the commission at the hearing.
· Al Lefebvre mentioned the Lenny Clarke show that Rindge Pipeline Awareness is holding on October 15 at Hidden Hills to raise funds.
· Natural resources survey:  
· Invoice for Rich Van de Poll – Richard Mellor received updated invoice from Rich Van de Poll for Rindge and it included additional fees due to the additional hours Rich had worked.  Richard prepared a new invoice which was signed by commission members.
· Richard Mellor has received more permission forms needed to conduct the survey but still needs to obtain more signed permission forms. 

· Water Testing – nothing new on this topic but will be kept on the agenda for future meetings.
· Planning Board – Subcommittee on Vision Statement.  Al provided the commission members with the revised vision statement and the old one.  He mentioned that he added other items to be included with the vision statement because of the general town reluctance to have as many chapters in the revised Master Plan.  Al felt that the items he listed should have a place on the vision statement.  The commission members agreed with his proposal.

· DES Complaint Notification to Paul & Joanne Gosselin on 5 Lake Rd, Map 45 Lot 26; dock within 20 ft. of adjacent property in Little Michigan area on Lake Contoocook.  No action taken. 
· Wetlands Permit by Notification for retaining wall repair and replacement at 23/25 Blueberry Lane for Cleo Caouette at Map 21 Lot 8; (near Wellington RD).  The permit was approved and signed by David to be given to Nancy Martin for forwarding to DES.
· Miller’s River monitoring by FPU students with Catherine Owen Koning
· The commission approved the request as it supports the monitoring efforts.
· Bill Preston shared public comments from the sign-in book for Converseville Meadows.  The comments will be scanned and uploaded to the commission’s website.
· Larry Harris invoice for mowing at Rand Rd., Converseville Meadow, Woods Crossing and County Rd. - $630.  The commission approved and a requisition was signed by members.
· Future commission meetings scheduled for the next few months:  Oct 10 & 22, Nov 9, Dec 14.
· Larry Cleveland was present and commented on the Silvio Conte National Fish & Wildlife Refuge expansion.  He expressed concerns that under NH RSA 12:6, the U.S. cannot own more than 2% however the expansion of the watershed exceeds that percentage.  Rindge is included in the expansion because of the Miller’s River watershed, People in the area are opposed to the expansion because of the use of eminent domain. The booklet which provides a summary of the watershed expansion indicates that it is “supported by Conservation Commissions” although the Rindge Conservation Commission has not received any communication about it.
· Motion to purchase Big Tree book and to place it in library for public use.
