Minutes for Meeting on
October 10, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Jan Griska,

OLD BUSINESS:
· Water testing update– Mellor reported that about 20 water samples were delivered to Concord the day after the collection.
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers -  No report
· Jeff Littleton review of Newest CC Parcel – No report
· Replacement gate at Town Forest Update – Saturday, October 15 – 9:00 at Old Homestead Lane
· Natural Resources Inventory – Mellor reported that he had nothing to report but will speak with Rick Van de Poll on Thursday, October 13 at another meeting.
· Larry Harris Mowing – Mellor met Larry at Roger’s landing and showed him the areas to avoid.  He has since done the mowing there and still needs to do mowing at Tetreault.  Griska motioned and was seconded by Mellor to purchase 10 lbs. of clover to plant at Rodgers Landing.

· Logging on Rand Rd. and Lord Hill Rd by Conservation Commission for Town – Mellor reported that he will meet with the Town Forester to review these areas for possible cutting.
· Abel Rd. Management Plan.  Mellor reported that he will meet with Charlie Koch, the Rindge Town Forester, on October 12 to go over the Able Road area with the intent to develop a do a management plan for the property.
· NH Energy Conference – Griska presented a report of the meeting.  Mellor motioned and Preston seconded to cover Griska’s expenses to attend the meeting.  All approved the motion.
· Regional Conservation Commission meeting – Lefebvre reported on his attendance at this meeting on September 30 in Milford.
· Planning Board Meeting for Oct.18 concerning hearing with Eversource tree trimming on Fitzgerald Rd (a Scenic Road) was discussed.
· Intent to Cut – John Hunt at Map 1 Lot 11, Little Meadow Brook to cut 10 acres was discussed.
· 2017 Budget timeline was discussed  
· NH ACC meeting – Nov. 12, 2016
· Discussed need to have housekeeping warrant article to authorize the Conservation Commission to use Conservation Fund monies for certain land purchases.  Lefebvre will share the proposed warrant article with the Town Administrator and the Board of Selectmen.

Mellor motioned and seconded by Preston to cover costs of the NH Wetlands Conference and training on NH method of wetland evaluation.  The motion was approved.
