Minutes for Meeting on
October 22, 2015

Meeting Convened at 7:07 p.m.
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Fred Rogers.  Alternate members present and voting: Jan Griska
Meeting adjourned at 8:23 pm

OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey – Fred Rogers reported that he still had not heard from Jacques Veilleux about a meeting date with the Commission. Fred is hoping for him to come to our next meeting in November.
· Pipeline Update
· KM/TGP meeting request – Lucas Meyers of KM asked to have a special meeting with the Commission on Nov. 3 but David responded that we’re not interested in holding a special meeting since some members work and because we had notified him of our meeting schedule a long time ago.  He told Lucas that our process for meetings has worked well for companies such as MarketBasket and Walmart in the past and could see no reason why it shouldn’t also work for Kinder-Morgan.  Lucas said he would look into the possibility.  
· FERC response to TGP's Resource Reports – Jan indicated that he read the report and feels that the report writers really read the responses by Cheshire county residents.  Bill Preston felt that KM needs to follow the document prepared by FERC. Jan encouraged other members to read the report.
· Liberty proposed pipeline through Rindge – Al expresses his concerns of the effects on the character of Town and especially along Route 202 and on West Rindge residents.  Also, there are questions about actual data counts of businesses signing onto this proposed pipeline and residents who might be affected.
· Jan mentioned that he has noticed more surveying going on along the path of the proposed pipeline.  Civil engineers have been found on the EverSource Right-of-Way.  
· Mason meeting of the Executive Council on October 21 was good visibility to express concerns with the KM/TGP pipeline.
· Water Testing – nothing new to report
· Silvio Conte National Fish & Wildlife Refuge expansion – nothing new to report
· Pollinator planting on October 19th - Kelen Geiger provided pictures (for the file) of the 11 workers who assisted with the plantings.  Over 200 plantings were made in Rogers Landing of the Contoocook Marsh Conservation area.  David mentioned that it would be good to follow-up in the spring with additional plantings in case winter and snowmobilers possibly adversely affecting the plantings.
