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Minutes for Meeting on
October 27, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:08 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Al Lefebvre, Fred Rogers

OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey Update – Rogers reported that he not heard back from Scott Reynolds and will email him this week to try to get Scott to a meeting after the holidays.  
· Jeff Littleton review of newest Conservation Commission parcel – Mellor will meet Jeff Monday (10/31) on County Rd to look at the property and will also look at the pollinator plantings on Rodger’s Landing.   Mellor will also try to look at the Able Rd property.  Jeff will come to the Nov. 14 meeting of the Commission.
· Natural Resources Inventory – Drouin/Mellor.  Littleton will come to the next meeting.
· Larry Harris Mowing – Mellor.  Larry Harris’ invoice was reviewed and discussed.  Lefebvre motioned and Preston seconded to approve payment of the invoice.  The Commission voted and approved the motion.
· Logging on Rand Rd. and Lord Hill Rd by Conservation Commission for Town.  Mellor met with Charlie Koch, Rindge Town Forester, who will arrange for a logger for the Rand Rd. property to be logged this winter.  Koch and Mellor also looked at Lord Hill property but it has less logging possibilities. 
· Abel Rd. Management Plan.  Mellor will have Jeff Littleton look at the land but it might be better to look at a park design rather than logging since there aren’t many trees and it would probably be revenue neutral. 

NEW BUSINESS:
· Conservation Commission and ZBA exception for Rindge Memorial School – Kirk Stenerson explained the need to improve the water flow from traps at the Rindge Memorial School as water is backing up (up to 18”) into the mechanical room and affecting equipment due to sand and gravel in the outflow pipe.  The project will remove, with minimal excavation, some material and pave areas of sand and gravel in the playground area to prevent those materials from flowing into the trap basins that runs off into the wetlands.  Lefebvre motioned and Mellor seconded to approve the plan.  All members approved and signed the application to DES.
· Intent to Log, Map 6 Lot 84, Lord Brook Rd/Lord Hill Rd, San-Ken Homes, Sandra Lehtonen.  The Commission reviewed and discussed the Intent to Log form and expressed concern with form being filed and logging beginning on the same day the form was submitted.
· Pearly Pond Association Water Testing Invoice – Mellor will resend the invoice to Lefebvre who will process it.  Drouin motioned and Preston seconded the motion to pay the invoice.  All members approved the motion.
· NH ACC meeting – Nov. 12, 2016.   Commission members planning to attend will meet at the Town Office at 6:45 am and will carpool to the meeting at Pembroke Academy.
· Winchendon Cons. Comm. on Lake Monomonac Drawdown.  No report.  Simeone attended the meeting on Oct. 20.
· Wetlands Permit by Notification – Map 20, Lot 19 at 16 Sandback Rd.  Peter Sandback for retaining wall repair and replacement.  Mellor motioned and Preston seconded to approve the application as submitted.  All Commission members approved.
· Shoreland Permit Application for Map 20 Lot 21 at 21 Sandback Cir. by Tina Sbrega on Lake Monomonac.  Reviewed for reference.
· NH Trail Finder Project – Drouin reported there is a statewide initiative to map all trails in NH. Mellor will attend the meetings to represent Rindge.  The project’s goal is to produce a map of all trails in the state for the public.  All Commissioners agreed it was a good idea to have representation.
· Cabin at Tetreault Park – Drouin reported that he went to the Tetreault Park and viewed problems with the cabin.  He noticed that overhanging rafters were wet and facie boards are missing.  The Commission discussed various issues related to the cabin and will conduct a deeper review of possibilities for the cabin in the spring.
· Invoice for gate at town forest.  The Commission decided to pay this invoice from its operating budget (from the 711Land Management line item) for $139.99. Lefebvre motioned and Preston seconded to approve payment and all members approved the motion.
· Mellor motioned and Preston seconded to pay the annual $100.00 membership fee for Contoocock &North Branch Rivers Local Advisory committee.

Preston motioned to enter Non-Public Session and Rogers seconded.  All members were polled and voted in favor of the motion..  

Lefebvre motioned and Preston seconded to leave Non-Public Session.  All Commissioners were polled and approved the motion.

Mellor motioned and Rogers seconded to seal the Non-Public minutes of October 27, 2016.
