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[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes for Meeting on
November 14, 2016

Meeting Convened at 7:08 p.m. at the Town Office
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Bill Preston, Richard Mellor, Al Lefebvre, Jan Griska, Philip Simeone

OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey Update – By email, Rogers reported that he had not heard back from Scott Reynolds but will continue trying; he will not attend the meeting due to another commitment.
· Jeff Littleton review of possible Conservation parcel on Abel Rd– Littleton will develop a management plan for property to include trails, fishing and other recreational uses.
· Natural Resources Inventory (NRI) – At the Commission’s request, Littleton will work on a Natural Resources Inventory.  He explained different research and data possibilities for the inventory.  The Commission discussed each and explained its preferences.  The inventory will employ various data sets and maps that are available including:  biodiversity data, aerial data, water resources/quality information, ground water resources, wildlife resources and habitat, farming areas for the town as well as conservation lands.   Littleton will conduct research during fall and winter and then a site analysis in the spring.  He will return in February for a review of the work completed by then.  Littleton will draft a summary of inventories and the estimated cost for the inventory.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Lord Hill Rd property demarcation for forestry - Mellor reported that he had obtained a map from the Planning Office with the coordinates of the property.  Griska and Mellor will conduct a visit to the property to mark it property in preparation for logging.
· Water Test Voucher review/requisition – Mellor received an invoice for $630 from NH Health & Human Resources for the water testing program that was conducted during the second round of water testing in the fall. The Commission voted and approved payment from the Conservation Fund.  
· Town Forest Kiosk repair (Lexan Invoice) – Invoice to pay for Lexan clear panel for the information display at Town Forest.  Commission agreed to pay from the budget.
· NH ACC meeting on Nov. 12, 2016.  Commissioners discussed the annual meeting and the sessions attended.  Each member found the sessions very useful and informative to the on-going work of the Commission.
· Winchendon Conservation Commission on Lake Monomonac Drawdown – Simeone reported on a meeting he attended with the Winchendon CC.  Winchendon wants to draw down Lake Monomonac three feet while the Lake Monomonac Association only wants a two foot drawdown.  He indicated, based on past experience and knowledge, that drawing down a lake does not kill milfoil weeds but Winchendon believes it will help.  Winchendon will go ahead with three foot drawdown.
· Intent to Log at Map 5 Lot 7, Richard Mellor on Abel Rd.  Drouin reviewed the logging submission.
· Stenerson request to clear trees on his Amalia Way property for recreation.  The Commission reviewed the map that showed the area to be cut.  The tree cutting would be in a required buffer area. The Commission would like more information about the planned use and why the elimination of the 25 foot buffer would be needed.
· 2017 Budget – Drouin will present the Commission’s FY 2017 budget to the Board of Selectmen on November 30, 2016.

Preston motioned to enter Non-Public Session and Simeone seconded.  All members were polled and voted in favor of the motion. 

Preston motioned and Mellor seconded to seal the Non-Public minutes of Nov.14, 2016 and Oct 27, 2016.  The vote was 5-0 with Simeone abstaining.
