OLD BUSINESS:
· Lord Hill Rd boundary marking progress -The RCC would like this area to be logged and need to discuss it with Charlie Koch, Rindge Town Forester.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Trails workshop meeting report – Mellor reported on the Trails Workshop held at the Audubon Center which efforts to collect information and data on all trails in NH and make them available to the public on the internet.  The project will collect trail information and pictures from various towns and agencies.  It will identify what is allowed and not allowed for each trail.  Each town can submit their data online.  All that is needed to participate is to sign-up.   The Commission thought it was a good idea and plans to participate.
· Envirothon support follow-up – Mellor reported that he met with the Jaffrey-Rindge Superintendent of Schools who is excited about the possibilities of the Envirothon program to involve students in environmental activities and would like to expand program to the Middle School.  Mellor suggested that the Commission donate $1000 if the Jaffrey Conservation Commission matched the amount.  Mellor motioned for $1000 to be allocated from the Conservation Fund for the Jaffrey-Rindge School’s Envirothon program.  Preston seconded the motion for the 2017 calendar year with idea of talking with the Jaffrey Conservation Commission for similar amount.  The Commission voted and approved the motion unanimously.
· Bearse Easement Update.  The ARM Fund Grant application for the Bearse easement failed and therefore there are no funds available this year but expects to retry next year.
· Intent to Log Filings – each was reviewed with the Commission by Drouin
