Meeting Convened at 7:03 p.m.
Conservation Commission members present: David Drouin, Al Lefebvre, Richard Mellor, Fred Rogers

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OLD BUSINESS:
· Acoustic Survey – Fred Rogers reported that at the present time he has not heard back from Scott Reynolds and indicated he may need to look at secondary sources for an acoustic bat survey.  Fred indicated that he will try to reach Jacques Veilleux who was last doing field work.  It was mentioned that Ann Thomas had some people to suggest.  We need to know a time and need to be on the forefront rather than waiting.
· Pipeline
· Mason Meeting – Jan reported that the last meeting was a writing letter session. 
· Regional Conservation Commission – more towns are signing the letter that was sent including towns not directly affected by pipeline; the deadline to respond is August 17th
· Abutters meeting – meeting went well and David Drouin and Jan made good presentations.
· Fitzwilliam meeting with SWRPC – Al Lefebvre attended and reported that other towns were also in attendance expressing their concerns about the pipeline and the data gathering that the Southwest Regional Planning Commission (SWRPC) was conducting for AECOM that in turn had been hired by Kinder/Morgan to gather certain data.  SWRPC was gathering the data for towns in the southwest region in the path of the KM pipeline.   The presenter explained data that was being gathered and the sources SWRPC was using.  Some attendees wanted additional data but SWRPC was limited by the directions received from AECOM.  The draft report is due in early August after which comments would be received for the final report that will be prepared by mid-August for the affected towns.  It was explained that Rindge is not part of the SWRPC and thus would not be included in the study. 
· Natural resources survey – Richard Mellor reported that he had nothing more to report from Rich Van de Poll.  Since he has received few permission forms to conduct the survey on affected lands, Richard and Jan plan to spend time over the weekend knocking on door with blank forms asking for permission.  Richard indicated he may need to work on Purchase Order Rick’s invoice that was received. 
· Eversource permit - Jan received letter from Eversource indicating they would shift the road to access poles that need to be replaced to avoid vernal pool based on the data Jan provided on vernal pool locations.  The letter indicated they will require additional mats.  The letter was sent to DES.  Letter to be filed in Eversource file.
· Mass Audubon, Camp Wildwood summer projects- Richard
· Tetreault Park – Richard reported that reimbursement is needed for funds used for materials to build for four tent platforms which have been staked out for work by Camp Wildwood staff and campers who will build the platforms.  He will also try to reach Larry Harris to mow Tetreault; 
· Richard reported that he had been out marking the new trail at the northeast corner of Converse Meadows.  It took a while to avoid wetlands due to vernal pools that he had to go around. He will contact the Camp Wildwood staff to explain.  He plans to cut small saplings to use to mark the trail.  The trail also needs the following: fix railing along trail, the bridge needs another span and some maintenance is needed along the dam.  David said he mowed in the area two weeks ago and he also mowed Hunt forest;
· Conservation Commission Rules of Procedure – updated
Minor changes made to the proposed new rules.  Richard motioned to accept with changes and was seconded by Fred seconded.  The revised ruled were unanimously approved.  


NEW BUSINESS:
· Robyn Payson – Conservation Commission encroachment on property; Conservation Layer and NH Granit; survey info: Book C11D8 Page 0800 the Deed Book and Page is 1832-0800.  Robyn did not attend the meeting so this issue was not discussed.
· Al proposed a revised filing method to be used for the records involving map/lot numbers.  The Commission unanimously approved spending up to $50 for the new file folders that would be required.
· Richard reported that Roberta Oeser found that the Able Rd property included in the surplus property list found that the soil was not wet and that the land could/should be logged again.
