AMENDED MINUTES - APRIL 14, 2014

	The Rindge Conservation Commission met at the Rindge Town Office on April 14, 2014.  Present were members and alternates:  David Drouin, Richard Mellor, Bill Preston, Phil Simeone, Fred Rogers.  Recording clerk:  Nancy Perry

Dave called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. Fred Rogers arrived at 7:10 p.m. with an apology for his delay.

1.   UPDATES
	
	A.	Dave welcomed Nancy and introduced her as the clerk for the conservation commission.  The commission has been discussing training plans for the new clerk with the Planning Board; and the unexpended funds from the conservation commission would be for Nancy’s orientation needs as conservation commission clerk.  Dave will update Nancy on Wed., April 16th. 

Bill discussed the request from NRCS for members emails and the commission agreed they would not use their personal emails for town website contacts.

	B.	A handout was distributed by Bill titled “Recommended Northeastern Pollinator Conservation Seed Mix (available from Ernst Conservation Seeds).  Bill explained that he received an email of the 65 page rehash of the powerpoint presentation that he had attended, along with 20-25 pages of references available and 25 more email links.  All the books are available as .pdf files.  Richard mentioned that part of the grant was giving us the idea of the seed mix and also to both experiment and educate people.  It was noted that the seed mix has to be mixed with sand and sawdust prior to spreading the seed mix.  Richard has not heard what the schedule is for UNH, but they have the soil maps he gave them.
	C.	Shed at Roger’s Landing:  Following discussion on the options for the shed, the commission decided to offer it to the Recreation Department and to keep the Selectmen informed.  Richard reported the brush pile is no more, as Rick Donovan gave permission to burn.  Volunteer time was 3.5 hrs. for two of them.  The commission informed Nancy of the Labor in Kind Grant, which allows for volunteers from camp to work with the commission.  Richard said that accounts for approximately 500 hours of volunteer time per year.

2. SITE REVIEWS:  None.   
1.  NEW BUSINESS:

	A.	ATV use at Converse Meadow - Dave stated no 4 wheeled vehicles allowed.   ATV’s had been allowed in snow, but the snowmobilers protested and now ATV’s are NOT allowed.
Dave read the written complaint received by the commission regarding an ATV violation reported on Saturday, April 5th at 5 p.m.  Bill will contact the  complainants.
The commission discussed putting up another trail camera.  At 7:50 p.m., a motion was made by Dave to purchase a trail camera not to exceed $300 with money coming out of the Converse Meadow Fund, seconded by Phil.  Motion carried unanimously.

	B.	NHDES Wetland Rules Rewrite - On Friday, April 25th at the Audubon Society there will be a meeting for inquiries.
	C.	Dave read from the NRCS newsletter “The Resource” stating there is a quarterly meeting on May 30th.   The newsletter discussed earthworms and Dave gave the newsletter to Phil to read the article.

	D.	Misc.  * Conservation Easement at Franklin Pierce University

***  Important Reminder that the Rindge Conservation Commission needs copies of the Summary of Accounts (5 or 6 accounts) and copies of the Summary  of Revenue for their next meeting on April 24th. 

Fred Rogers reported that the conservation easement has not been taken off the table and is still under consideration.  Fred had no details, but this issue will be revisited.

Phil updated on Pearly Pond and that they are finalizing the report on phosphates in the water.  Richard Mellor provided input on protecting the entire waterway by way of brooks and wetlands connected with the Connecticut River Watershed.

By commission consensus the minutes of March 27, 2014 was corrected to add to page 2, under New Business, D. Misc. to read:  Richard described a program “being considered by” the CCCD....and strike the word “of”

At 8:24 p.m.  Richard made a motion to approve the minutes of March 27, 2014, as amended, seconded by Phil.  The motion carried unanimously.
Richard made a motion to accept the non-public minutes of March 27, 2014, seconded by Phil.  Motion carried unanimously.
