Purpose for This Review
	Inspect ROW and advise Code Enforcement if violation of Sec. 5, Prohibited Uses, paragraph A that no impervious surface shall be established or expanded in or within 50’ of ordinary high water mark of surface waters; and paragraph D, no net increase in peak flow of storm water runoff into surface waters as a result of any development.

	


Conclusions of the Conservation Commission
	The Conservation Commission found that a 25’ x 8’ boat ramp has been in-filled with concrete/mortar along this right-of-way to Lake Contoocook.  The concrete/mortar is an impervious material that is prohibited within 50’ of the shoreline and is causing water to flow down the sharp incline and creating a rut causing the shoreline to erode.  The concrete/mortar ends about 15’ before the shoreline and is in violation of NH DES regulations governing shoreline areas.

	
Votes (if Quorum) or Decisions Made by the Conservation Commission

	The Commission discussed various options for mitigation and opined that removing the concrete/mortar might cause more harm to the incline and surrounding soil.  The Commission recommends that the area between the end of the concrete/mortar and the shoreline be stabilized via a NH DES permit.  Drouin motioned for the above action with Simeone seconding it.  The Commission voted 6-0 in favor.
