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MINUTES
RINDGE CONSERVATION COMMISSION MEETING

ATTENDEES:  David, Phil, Bill and clerk Nancy P. and two leaders from Camp Wildwood

Call to Order:  David called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Camp Wildwood Projects
a.  2 day project with 4-8 people:  Pre-assemble off-site 10 8’ long sections that float, which will have to be installed.  Also some light brushwork.
b.  Converse Meadow Project:  A section of the trail that goes to camp needs to be moved to a higher elevation and to the West  (Richard will be meeting with them on this)
c.  Town Forest:  Some additional brush work to be done there and general clean up where chips have been placed.

Bill mentioned more clean up to be done at Rogers Landing for the Pollinator Habitat project.  There is 4 acres to the North with a small stand of brushy saplings the commission would like removed.  Dave explained that 4 kiosks are to be installed and a need for GPS mapping would also be a volunteer project if they are interested.  Dave asked Camp Wildwood staff if they are interested in the Highway Trash Project  from Rt. 119 to the west near Taggett College.  The NH DOT Section 4; Base Hill Rd., Swanzey is in charge of this clean up.
These Camp Wildwood leaders shall be here all summer and want to develop the volunteer partnership with the Rindge conservation commission so that it is on-going from year to year.

2.  Roadside pull-out on County Rd. - Richard, Bill and Dave attended the June Selectmen’s meeting and laid out the project and clarified where the grant was from.  The Selectmen gave the okay to proceed and is considered unanticipated revenue.  There shall be a public hearing in July.
3. Fitzgerald Rd. - NHDES received the restoration plan dated May 7th and was accepted.  The conservation commission needs to be given a copy of that plan.
4. Tax Map 4, Lot 23-1 on Rt 119, Three Daughters, LLC - subdivision plans were reviewed by Dave, Bill and Phil.  The setback was noted.  Plans shall be returned to the planning board.

UPDATES:
1.  Converse Bridge Repair is completed.  Bill and Dave spent 10 hours of volunteer time and the material cost was $95.80.

OTHER BUSINESS:

1.   Discussion of trail map web links of Converse Meadow and the Town Forest (Tatro Park) to               be put on the conservation commission website.
2.   Clerk to prepare requisition for materials purchased for the Converse bridge repair.
