Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting:  August 15, 2016

New Business
· Brian Foucher, WiValley, Inc. presentation and discussion.  
· Foucher explained current status of service in Rindge affected by FastRoads and WiValley’s service to customers.
· Trying to expand but there are obstacles to overcome
· Explained how Lyme and Chesterfield are developing an engineered plan to bring wireless broadband to their communities.  These plans identify un-serviced or poorly serviced areas of the community and identify locations for possible towers on public and private lands for their construction.  Plans cost about $15,000 to be developed but depend on various variables.
· Foucher indicated the plans and warrants are available for review if Rindge wants to pursue the possibilities.


Old Business
· Review the town's web‐site & Issues
· Qualey will obtain a copy of the Mainstay contract which is up for renewal in three months for distribution; BOS wants assistance in vendor selection and functionality.
· Committee would like to see previous RFP (Request for Proposal) which led to current contract so it can provide recommendations and advice.
· Review Spalding Hill's IT contract 
· Spaulding contract expires in 2017.
· Motta reported that no one is allowed access to town systems at other locations
· Lefebvre reported that he had told Selectmen at a previous meeting that the TelTech Committee is advisory only and is not interested in responsibility for operations except as how issues may affect future contracts. 
· Town’s telephone contract – options, evaluation and advice for BOS; review of past proposals.  
· Clark reported that Jason Geisler will look into this issue.
· The TelTech Committee needs to look at the current contract.
· The Committee discussed the complaint from Chris Stewart of Colonial Green Products about poor service from Argent.  Brian Foucher indicated he would contact Mr. Stewart to let him know of the WiValley capabilities since Colonial Green Products in on the FastRoads line.
